d.  Woodland pattern BDUs, when no longer needed, will not be returned to DRMO.  All insignia will be removed and they are to be donated to a charitable organization for reuse or fiber recovery.

c.  Woodland pattern BDUs obtained from government sources are not required to be marked “DRMO” as described in paragraph a above.

ATTACHMENT 1 − GLOSSARY OF TERMS
Non-expendable property – Property that meets all of the following requirements:
Exceptions:

· Desktop, laptop and netbook computers, computer printers, scanners and copiers will be considered non-expendable property. 

· Furniture items obtained by donation will be considered expendable property.
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
